Step 1: Check with local candidates or campaigns if they will be collecting their signs for reuse

Step 2: Check sign material - we can recycle rigid plastic signs that are about 1/4" thick (see below)
Step 3: Separate signs from their metal stands & cut off any zip ties or other fasteners

Step 4: Take signs & stands to the indicated drop-off locations on the listed dates and times

o Put signs into commercial container at the end of the long driveway, adjacent

= Use separately marked containers for metal sign stands

The signs we can recycle in this program are
made from corrugated polypropylene (cross
section shown at left). Signs made from plastic
film/marked #4 (LDPE) can be taken to store
plastic bag drop-offs for recycling.
